As a matter of fact, it is
based on the Quadruple Helix Model, in which the traditional triple helix model (top
down approach: industry, university and government spheres) is replaced by a
model that also includes the civil society (bottom-up approach). In this context,
innovation is the outcome of an interactive process involving different actors who
are contributing to the development of new services, products or societal
infrastructures according to their function in the innovation ecosystem. In Open
Innovation 2.0 technology is of great help, but only when designed and developed
with the users (and their requirements) in mind. Innovation is user-oriented and
guided by principles of social inclusion, shared value and creativity. The focus is on
the openness of the innovation process: all relevant stakeholders participate
throughout the entire process, interacting in ad-hoc physical spaces, such as Living
Labs, FabLabs or Smart Citizen Labs.
